On September 30, 2009 in Geneva the Centre russe d’études
politigues held the annual meeting entitled “Multilateral
Approaches towards Nuclear Disarmament: Views from
Russia”, where the keynote speaker was Lt. Gen. (ret.), Senior
Vice President of the PIR Center, former Head of the Department
on the Disarmament Problems and WMD Nonproliferation of the
Russian Foreign Intelligence Service (SVR) (1991-2000) Gennady Evstafiev.

Dr. Vladimir Orlov, Director of Centre russe d’études politiques and President of PIR
Center, opened the meeting by focusing on the current challenges and opportunities in the
field of bilateral and multilateral disarmament. Then he informed the members about
further developments of the Centre and future plans including events for the next year,
research projects, and outreach activities.

Lt. Gen. (ret.) Gennady Evstafiev focused his presentation on the FFmE=s
recent changes happening in the system of disarmament including
perspectives of signing and ratifying the START replacement
Treaty, outerspace issues and nuclear nonproliferation. He suggested
that "We are observing positive changes in the field of security and
disarmament, which was devastated by the Bush administration.
Until recently the major victim was a matter of trust and confidence, the lack of which
was negatively affecting disarmament. The biggest achievement of President Obama’s
administration has been a hope of strengthening the mechanisms of security and
disarmament. This will, no doubt, open new opportunities for both bilateral and
multilateral cooperation." However, Gennady Evstafiev stressed that multilateral
approaches towards nuclear disarmament represent a very complex process that requires
lots of efforts from all sides. He stated that, unfortunately, the international community
still does not have enough instruments to make this process a success.

In the course of the debate the participants exchanged their views on the current
disarmament and nonproliferation issues including Iranian nuclear file, prospects for
ratification of Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty (CTBT), upcoming US nuclear posture
review, the future of the arms control and disarmament issues in the Russian relations
with Europe and the United States.



The meeting was attended by members of Centre russe d’etudes
politiques and invited guests, including Director-General of the
United Nations Office at Geneva Mr. Sergei Ordzhonikidze,
. Deputy Permanent Representative to the United Nations and
international organizations in Geneva Mr. Victor Vasiliev (Russia),
Head of Task Force on Nuclear Disarmament and Non-Proliferation
at the Federal Department for Foreign Affairs of Switzerland Mr. Christian
Schoenenberger, Director of James Martin Center for Nonproliferation Studies Dr.
William Potter (Monterey Institute of International Studies), diplomats from the
Netherlands, Belarus, Russia, as well as by other experts.
